made it to U.S. military bases.

While at the base, Becky taught cultural classes and quickly learned about the prestigious
university degrees many of the evacuees had from Afghanistan, including medical and
dental programs, journalism, civil engineering, law studies, and business programs.

I
was thrilled to learn about the ECE® Aid program. I'm so thankful ECE has this opportunity
available to our allies from Afghanistan.
